BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETING
JULY 2007

The Board of Directors met at Mr McGoo’s restaurant
on July 11, 2007 prior to the regular meeting. Meeting
was called to order at 6:20 pm by President Al, K6RIM.
Other members present were Len, K6ANP, Chuck
N6OJ, Fred N6YEU, Rich W6UDS, and myself.  The
purpose of the meeting was to conduct a review of
Field Day and was presented by the 3 co-chairs, Jim
KE6UAR, Bruce W6OSP and Rich W6UDS.

Jim reported that the combined MARS (Marin Amateur
Radio Society) and REDXA effort was deemed a
success.  Operating 3A, the effort tallied a score of
8398 points, 1130 of which were bonus points.  Band
breakdown graphs were passed out and several
comments were made regarding the impact the current
sunspot cycle had on the upper bands.  Some computer
problems were experienced and were traced to the
uninterruptible power supply and remedied on site.
There was discussion about whether we should operate
2A next year as well as antenna placement suggestions.
Overall, the feedback from members of both clubs
has been very positive and several commented on
looking forward to next year’s operation.

Discussion then focused on the antenna placement
and antenna choices.  In analyzing these, Bruce noted
that the 75/80 meter Inverted Vee worked fine along
with the Butternut HF-2V Vertical for 40 m.  This
vertical was loaned by Fred N6YEU.  The 4 element
SteppIR, loaned by Bruce, N6CT worked very well
on 20 m phone.  The borrowed (from SteppIR) 2 el
SteppIR did not seem to play as it should and plans
were being made to ship it back.  The 40 m beam
(W6UDS) worked fine.2
