Fred conducted the membership raffle and it produced
$86.  The winner was Doug WW6D who took home
$43 with the other $43 going to the club.

Program.  Eric WA6HHQ then presented a very
interesting program about the recently introduced K3
from Elecraft.  He brought along 2 radios, one was
an early prototype and the other was a first production
run radio.

Some of interesting highlights from presentation were:
1) the front end uses a switching FET technology
instead of ring-diodes as the 1st mixer.  This accounts
for the receivers extraordinary dynamic range even
close in at 5 kHz spacing.  2) The optional 2nd receiver
is identical to the main transceiver – no compromises.
A common reference oscillator drives both the main
and “sub” receiver.  3) Because of its architecture, the
radio is upgradable via software download from the
Elecraft website.  4) While not a “kit” in the traditional
sense, and “build it yourself” version is available
which is assembled by the user as a set of modules.
There is a cost savings for doing it this way.

Lots of interest in the radio and many questions from
the audience followed.  It was great to see the excellent
turn out for this meeting.
