Computer Program for CW Ops.

If you go to http:/mww.rufzxp.net/ you can download
aprogram (freeware!) that sends a chosen number of
randomly selected true amateur radio calls (50 by
default) to be typed into the keyboard. If the call has
been copied correctly, the transmitting speed increases,
if not, it decreases. In this way the software
automatically adapts transmitting speed to the user's
maximum performance. The program keeps track of
your success rate and scores your effort. Every last
call can be heard once again by pressing the F6-key
(50% penalty). It has lots of other features and gives
the CW op practice in copying call signs at contest
Speeds.
